Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of abstinence from
meat and also days of fast, that is limited to a single full meal.
Other Fridays of the season of Lent are days of abstinence
from meat. The laws of abstinence binds all Catholics over 14
years of age (have completed their 14th year). The law of
fasting binds all Catholics from their 18th year (have
completed their 18th year) until the beginning of their 60th year
(until and including their 59th birthday). Serious health matters
are valid reasons that would excuse an individual from
absolute observation of these laws.
