RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS 
Traditionally, our parish has welcomed all those who   
participated in the RCIA process at the Easter Vigil.  This 
year has been a little bit different!  We welcomed one 
candidate in January, two others joined RCIA in January, 
and six other adults were also Confirmed in March by 
Bishop Lennon.  At a presentation to RCIA teams last 
September, Bishop Lennon reviewed the document and 
asked churches to follow the rite more closely.  He      
highlighted the following information: 
 
Paragraph 473 of the RCIA says ñno greater burden than 
necessary is required for the establishment of communion 
and unityò   (with those who ere baptized in a separated 

ecclesial communion - Lutheran, Methodist, Episcopalian, 
etc.).  Therefore, those who are already Baptized may 
receive sacraments when they have been ñdoctrinally and 

spiritually prepared according to their own individual   
pastoral requirementsò, Paragraph 477. 

 
The Easter Vigil is reserved for those who need all 3   
sacraments of initiation;  Baptism, Confirmation, and 
Eucharist.   
In January, Amber Drop and Joseph Montgomery joined 
our RCIA classes.  Amber and Joe are already baptized 
Christians, and have been properly prepared, and the 
Church allows for their full reception at a weekend liturgy. 
They will be receiving the Sacrament of Confirmation and 
Eucharist on Sunday, July 18th at our 11 a.m. Liturgy.  
We welcome them to our parish family!  Now, our parish 
will also have the privilege of witnessing and welcoming    
others into the Catholic Church at various times of the 
year!
